Trust Your Friends, Not Lawyers or Bankers!
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Do you trust your friends enough to help them out for free, with no legally enforceable claim? If so, imagine a huge network of trust, in which people do things for one another on credit. A Gift Economy, running without centralised money! That’s not to say, there is no keeping track; we are proposing Altruistic Economics
, a decentralized system of accounting that doesn’t have a marketplace, but instead uses a social network. Since most people agree that it’s nice if what goes around comes around, all that’s needed is to keep track of who did what. People generally try to help whoever has helped them or their friends, so no force is needed.

A New Paradigm: - Love of Abundance, not fear of Scarcity!
Individuals are not assumed to be individual self-maximisers, but declare sympathy for others – in effect, asking people to help care for their friends. Every individual keeps records of their own transactions, and shares them with whoever they feel like. It’s not what you say about yourself that counts, it’s what others say about you! 

Fully Decentralized,  Open Software  with  Open Standards
Like WWW, there is no one ‘in charge’, no list of members, no one telling anyone else what to do. Chaos! Instead, everyone has an equal voice, and it’s relationships that matter, not accumulated wealth. Friend2Friend is a network of servers that can store any data. An Internet Gift Economy is just one instance of what becomes possible using a strong encrypted, decentralized network of personal servers. For maximum interoperability, we are using W3C standard languages
 to create a suite of free software source software stack that follows a set of open standards.
